Upstairs ring. This church has no toilets. Parking is available in the church yard.   

 

15:00 – 15:30  Sutton cum Lound   (8 bells, 9-2-14) 
Ground floor ring. This church has no toilets. Park in the church car park. 

 

16:00 – 17:00   Retford    (10 bells, 23-0-7) 
Upstairs ring. Toilets are available in the church. Park on Chapelgate which runs Parallel to 

the church, or in nearby car parks, which are free on Bank Holidays.

Tower Directions 

 
Gainsborough to Gringley: From Gainsborough, follow the A631 towards Rotherham for 

about 5 miles. Follow the road ahead at both roundabouts, leaving the 1
st
 roundabout at the 

2
nd

 exit, and the 2
nd

 roundabout at the 1
st
 exit. Turn right onto Green road, which is 

signposted A161 North avoiding low bridge. Turn left onto the High Street. Follow this 

street until you see the church. Which will be on your left. 

 

Gringley to Bawtry: Continue right along the A631 towards Rotherham for 5½ miles. At 

Bawtry, on the corner of the ship pub, turn right onto Church Street, which is signposted 

Parish Church. On street parking just before the church which will be on your right.    

 

Bawtry to Tickhill: On leaving the church, turn left onto the High street, then left again onto 

the A631 towards Tickhill. Follow the road for about 4 miles, then turn left at the end of the 

road, onto the A60 Castle Gate. Follow this road round a bend, then park at the Millstone 

pub and restaurant which will be on the left. The church is a short walk over the main road 

and down a short one-way street from this pub.   

 

Tickhill to Blyth: Turn left out of the pub car park along Westgate. Turn Left again onto the 

A60 towards Worksop. Follow this road for about 3 miles, then turn left at the mini 

roundabout onto the A634 Blyth Road. Follow this road for just under 3 miles until you 

reach Blyth. Turn left towards the church, after passing through the gates, park on the grass 

towards the left.   

 

Blyth to Sutton: On leaving the church, turn right at the mini roundabout, then turn left onto 

the A634 Retford road. Turn left onto Graves Moor Lane Signposted Torworth. Turn right 

onto A638 Great North road towards Lound, than turn left onto Daneshill Road which is 

signposted Household Waste and Recycling Centre. Follow this road for less than 2 miles, 

then turn right onto Mattersey Road towards Sutton and Retford. At Sutton, turn right onto 

Saint Bartholomew’s Court. Church car park at the end of the Court. 

 

Sutton to East Retford: On leaving church car park, turn right onto Mattersey Road. At the 

end of the road, turn left onto A638 North road. Follow the road ahead at the roundabout, 

take the 2
nd

 exit towards Gainsborough (A631) & A620 Beckingham. Turn right onto A638 

towards Newark and Lincoln. Chapelgate will be the next right turn which is signposted, 

Long & short stay Car parks for Market Square.
